What is a sitemap? 
A sitemap is, in essence, a plan for a website. 
It can be as simple as listing the pages your site will consist of to a full-featured XML sitemap. 
Google uses your sitemap to learn about your website, which ultimately helps them to crawl 
your site for content, which in turn will help your search rankings. 
 

Our Fulfillment team uses a very basic sitemap to help to provide a structure to the website 
project that you have purchased.  An example sitemaps look like this:
